Regional Partnership FundRegional Partnership FundRegional Partnership FundRegional Partnership Fund    
The Regional Partnership Fund is designed to complement the KiwiSport Direct Fund by encouraging schools, 
clubs and community organisations to collaborate in increasing opportunities for organised sport. Regional Sports 
Trusts will allocate funding to projects which can ensure new or increased opportunities for school-aged children 
to participate in organised sport at a community and regional level.
